Can you believe that in the midst of all that is go-
ing on in the church family with Beyond Measure, | ac-
tually have time to think about other things?

As big as Beyond Measure is, God has my mind fo-
cused on things that are even bigger! On January 8th,

One of the foundational pillars of our bridge-
building will be prayer.

Team” made up of volunteers who are willing to meet
with me once a month to look at ways we can blanket
all of Waterloo with prayer. During the Sundays in
February you will have the opportunity to sign up for
this team. When you do, you will get more information
before our first meeting in March.

Another important piece to the prayer puzzle is the
“Lighthouse Keeper’/prayer leader. Throughout our
community, we will be establishing “Lighthouses of
Prayer"—homes where people can bring prayer re-
quests and know that someone will be praying for
them. Each “lighthouse” will need a “keeper,” a person
who will commit time once a week to pray for the
needs that have been delivered. Ask God if He would
want you to fill that task in your neighborhood.

One other area of bridge-building through prayer
are “prayer walks.” I'll tell you more
about those next month....
